Following World War II, immigration
from countries in the British Empire
and Commonwealth was encouraged
to �ll labour shortages. The Empire
Windrush brought the �rst group of
immigrants to London in 1948.

Unrestricted travel around the Empire
and Commonwealth meant that the
number of Caribbean people rose sharply.
It was during this time that a Caribbean
community began to establish in
She�eld, as people moved to work in
heavy industries, for example steel.

1,775 people (82%) were born in Jamaica, with the remaining 402 born
in other Caribbean countries, not speci�ed in the Census results.
